Under Section 324 IPC: Rigorous imprisonment for 2 years. A fine of Rs. 2000/- is
also imposed upon him. In default of Payment of fine he will further undergo Rigorous

Imprisonment for a period of two month.

Under Section 323 IPC: Rigorous imprisonment for six months Under Section 341

IPC: Rigorous imprisonment for six months.

However, all the sentences will run concurrently and the Imprisonment already
undergone by the convict be set off with the Imprisonmentawarded today. Copy of the judgment be
spplied to the convict free of costs.
