Scholarships to be Given to 130 Students by AIFT
· The scholarships will be provided to the students from all DE schools (800).
· To be eligible, the students must be registered full time students.
· The annual income of the student's family should not exceed Rs. 120,000. This will have to be authenticated by the school principal

· At least 80 of the scholarships will be granted to female candidates (the percentage may change after further discussion)

· A small percentage of the scholarships will be reserved for SC/ ST/OBC students (to be decided after more discussion).

· All students passed grade X of a DE school will be eligible for a scholarship.

· Selection will be based on the percentage obtained in class X. Students should have obtained 65% marks to be eligible for the scholarship.

· No more than one student will be selected from one school.

· Once selected, students would be required to maintain at-least 60% marks in grade 11, which will be reviewed by the DE team every six months.

· If a student drops out in the middle of the year, or is unable to maintain the required percentage for two consecutive terms, the scholarship amount will be discontinued. AIF can decide to grant the rest of the scholarship money to a different student based on merit and need.

· The state office and the head office in Delhi will review the applications and base their decision on merit and other criteria (gender, location etc).
Implementation Process

· A selection committee will be set up comprising of the following individuals at state level: Deputy Manager (ICT), State Program Manager- Punjab, Regional and Zonal Coordinators – AIFT.

· Under the guidance of this committee the DE Coordinators will do the due diligence which will entail distributing the application form, collecting the duly filled in form with the help of subject teachers, verified by school principals and collating. 

· A district level selection committee will be set up comprising the following individuals: District Education Office, District Coordinator and AIF Zonal Coordinator. Committee would be preparing a filtered list of students from the schools based on the above terms which will be submitted to the state office.

· Selection Committee will debate, discuss and recommend the final list of candidates (which will encompass issues like gender, tie in case 2 students have similar scores and background) to DE Council for approval.

· The scholarship amount will be paid as an advance to the schools for a period of 6 months effective from the first month of the academic session.

· Once in 6 months, selected students would be required to meet with the State AIF team during the pre-college (11th and 12th std) years to review the performance, provide feedback and reconcile the advance given to the schools. This is important for continuing the scholarship grant for the next 6 months.
