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FREE TEXT-BOOKS TO SCHEDULED CASTE GIRL STUDENTS OF BELOW
POVERTY LINE FAMILIES 10+1 AND 10+2 CLASSES.
(NON PLAN SCHEME)

INTRODUCTION

The aim of the Scheme is to provide free of cost text-books to the Scheduled
Caste Girls of BPL families studying at school/college level in class 10+1 and 10+2 so as to
relieve the parents/guardians of these students from the financial burden which they can not
atford due to poverty.
NORMS

The Scheduled Castes Girls studying in Government as well as private
revognised schools/colleges are eligible to get free of cost text-hooks during the academic
session. The benefit of the scherne will be given to the girl students of BPL families.
PROVISION OF FUNDS

As per survey conducted by Education Department, Punjab during the year
1998, drop out ratio among Scheduled Caste girls was 63.62% upto 10th Class as compared to
39.99% in the case of general category. Whereas the drop out ratio among Scheduled Caste
girls is much more then the other castes in the higher classes as is evident from their enrolment
in XI & XII classes 21000. Degree 8058 and Post-graduate 694 etc. Due to poverty they fail to
continue their study in Higher Classes. In order to attract scheduled caste Girls students
towards Higher education, there is need to provide some incentive in the shape of books of
BPL families studying at school level in 10+1 and 10+2 classes. 21000 Scheduled Castes Girl
Students on roll in 10+1 and 10+2 classes are in different streams i.e. Humanities, Science,
Commerce, Agriculture, Technical and Vocational. in different Schools. It is presumed that
43% of Girls i.e. 9000 Girls are from BPL families. It is proposed to spend Rs. 80.00 lac on
scheduled castes girl students for printing /purchase of books as per rate of books mentioned in
attached list. The Department of Welfare will purchase the books of compulsory subjects from
Punjab School Education Board, Mohali and of optional subjects from NCERT or Private
Publishers for supplying to the girl students of 10+1 and 10+2 classes by Welfare Department,
unjab.
POWER OF SANCTION

As soon as the District Welfare Officer on receipt of class-wise, subject-wise
and medium-wise demand of below poverty line Scheduled Caste girl students Studying in
10+1 and 10+2 class from Education Department; he will satisfy himself about the correctness
ol'demand and submit the proposal to the Head Office for release of books. There-after amount
will be sanctioned and drawn at the Directorate level for purchase of books.
