Ministry of Health and Family Welfare in collaboration with
Ministry of Women and Child Development, Department of School Eduffat\<fﬂ "'f“d
Literacy under Ministry of Human Resource Development, Ministry of Drinking
Water and Sanitation and Ministry of Panchayati Raj has decided to conduct
annual mass deworming by observing National Deworming Day (NDD) across the
country through schools and anganwadi centers along with intensive awarenf’:ss
generation activities focusing benefits of consuming Albendazole and adopting
sanitation and hygiene practices.

The upcoming De-worming Day is scheduled on 107 August

2022 and Mop-up day on 17" August 2022 in Punjab. The following steps are
suggested to strengthen the coordination amongst the three stakeholder
departments for the NDD program in all the districts:

1. The three key stakeholder departments to coordinate with Department
of Health in effective rolling out of NDD.

2. To put National Deworming Day as one of the agenda in upcoming
District health society meeting, to be chaired by the Deputy
Commissioner and joint directive to be issued to the stakeholder

departments to reinforce key messages for the program and facilitate
high coverage. '

3. Districts must include private schools in upcoming rounds to make
this program more effective and robust and reduce the overall burden
of STH prevalence

4. District and Block health officials will ensure that adequate supply of

Albendazole tablets and IEC material are made available in all the
schools and Anganwadis of the districts to cover all children (1-19
years age) for conducting NDD.

5. District level Orientation of functionaries from Education and WCD
Departments to be supported by District Health officials, while block
level orientation of teachers and Anganwadi workers to be led by

SMO.

Officials of the stakeholder departments ar¢ mandated to designate
one Block Nodal officer (SMO, BEO and CDPO for NDD) and

undertake field visits for monitoring and supportive supervision on the
NDD and mop up day.

Reporting format for Schools, AWCs & ASHAs to be printed and
distributed by the district Health Authorities.

Reporting formats filled by school and AWCs to be collected by the

respective department and will be- submitted to block nodal officers
within the specified timelines.

District and Blocks must strengthen their Emergency Response system
(ERS) for Management of adverse event during NDD and ensure that

each and every schools and AWCs must have the contact No. of ERS
team.

All health facilities, including rural dispensaries medical team must be
oriented for taking care of medical emergency during NDD.

All Civil Surgeons to form Emergency Response Teams (ERS) at
District and Block level for management of adverse events during
NDD & MoP-up round and coordinate with Department of School
Education and Department of Women & Child development to ensure
that each and every school and AWC must have the contact No. of
ERS team. Apart from this, each district will designate mobile health

teams (RBSK) at every block to respond and manage any adverse
event in addition to other available medical services.

Designated Civil Surgeons to be the In-charge of Media briefing for

NDD. It should include all important points including Adverse Event
and its Management.
