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Implementation of National Disaster Management Guidelines on School

Safety Policy-2016 in the State of Punjab.
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Mobilize local communities and the schools to effectively participate in school
safety programs through meetings, rallies etc.

Designate a teacher for school safety related actions at the school level.

Identify and develop a cadre of peer educators / trainers who should ensure that
safety messages, dos and don’ts of different disasters reach to every student in
the school.

Establish inclusive mechanisms to address issues regarding school expansion
and development, fire drills, power outage, early dismissals for weather events,
health and safety concerns, trespassers or road/bus accidents

Ensure participation of children, SMC, PRIs / ULBs and any other relevant
stakeholders.

Ensure inclusion of School safety aspects (structural and non-structural) in the
School Development Plan

Develop an Emergency Response Plan for the school (including evacuation

procedures, handling of chemicals in the laboratory, stock-piling of emergency
equipment and materials etc.)



e Create an opportunities during school hours for reinforcing safety awareness
among children by conducting mock drills.

o Identify training needs of students and teachers with regard to school safety

e Awareness programs for children on local hazards and risk reduction through
street plays, rallies, drawing competition, quiz competitions, slogan writing etc.

o Training of SMC on assessment of safety needs, developing plans as well as
safety audit

¢ Training of peer educators on dos and don’ts of disasters, mock drills etc

e Review School Development Plans to identify unaddressed hazards and
additional new hazards that emerge with passage of time.

e Training of School Heads, teachers, SMC on First Aid and Life Saving Skills.
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
