2. . The following standing instructions have been laid down for observance of
this day: . ‘

(i) Silence should be observed and work anid movement stopped for two
minutes throughout the country at 11.00 A.M. on 30ih Januvary.

(i) Wherever feasible, the commencement and ferminaﬁgn of the two.
minutes’ silence period should be indicated by sound of siren or Army
guns. Sirens should be sounded from 10.59 hours till 11.00 hours
and after two minutes, all clear sirens should again be sounded from
11.02 hours till 11.03 hours. This Pprocedure may be adopted where
sirens exist, '

() On hearing the signal (wherever available), all persons would stand
up and observe the silence.

{iv} - At places where no signal systems is available, suitable instructions
can be issued to all concerned for observing the silence for two
.minutes at 11.00 A.M,

3. In the past, it has been observed that while two mintites’ silence is
observed in some offices, the general public goes about its occupation in the
ordinary course, unmindful of the solemnity of the occasion. The State/Union
