SECTION – II

SCOPE OF WORK

INTRODUCTION 


The Government of Punjab is implementing a centrally sponsored scheme called Mid day meal for providing food to the students so that they may not have to bring home made food. To achieve this objective, Mid day meal society has decided to purchase utensils for serving cooked food to the students .
It has, therefore, been decided to engage reputed suppliers/ manufacturers with relevant experience. 

The approximate quantity is 17 lac units of each item. However, actual quantity may increase or decrease.
The bidder shall strictly abide by the time schedule for delivery of utensils as contained in the tender document.

The Mid-day meal Society, Punjab may at its sole discretion, award the work to more than one bidder.

Note:

The quality indicated above is approximate. Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab reserves the right to increase or decrease the number of utensils as per the actual requirement.

Mid day meal society, Punjab reserves the right to cancel any or all the bids without giving any reason whatsoever.
Consequent upon issuance of LOI to undertake the job in favour of the successful bidder, the concerned bidder shall execute an agreement and deposit Performance Bank Guarantee within a week's time for the performance of the contract as per terms and conditions of the tender document





SECTION - III
SUBMISSION OF BIDS

3.1
The bid should be submitted to Director General School Education, Mid day meal society, Punjab, SCO.162-164 3rd floor, Sector-34 A Chandigarh not later than the last date of submission, in a sealed cover superscribing as “Bid for supply of Steel Plates, Steel Glasses and Steel Spoons”.

The bidder or a person/persons duly authorized by the bidder shall affix the bid with his seal. All pages of the bid, where signature required is not mentioned, shall be initialed by the bidder with his seal, except un-amended, printed literature.

The Bidder is expected to carefully examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Tender Document. Failure to furnish all information required in the Tender Document or submission of a bid not substantially responsive to the Tender Document in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and may result in the rejection of the bid.

Clarification regarding Tender Document: A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Tender Document may contact the office of the Mid day meal society, Punjab personally. The Mid-day-meal society, Punjab will try to respond to the query there and then. However, submission of request for clarification will not entitle the Bidder for any extension of time in submission of the Tender Document.

SECTION – IV
INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

4.1 PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS:

4.1.1 There shall be a Two-Cover System followed in this tender. The bids shall be submitted in the following manner:

a) Technical Bid alongwith EMD in one cover.

b) Commercial bid in one separate cover.

4.1.2 The Technical Bid should be filled in original and should be sealed in a separate cover. The Technical bid should be super scribed as "Technical Bid-Envelope A; Tender No…………” and put in the cover along with EMD. The Bidder should sign all pages of the Pre-qualification cum Technical bid.

4.1.3 The Commercial Bid in the prescribed format should be filled in original in a separate cover. The Commercial Bid should be super scribed as "Commercial Bid- Envelope B; Tender No…………..” The Bidder should sign all pages of the Commercial Bid.

4.1.4 Both the bids should be enclosed in a single envelope which should bear the name of the bidder and should be super scribed as “Technical and Commercial Bid for utensils for the Mid-Day-Meal Society, Punjab”.

4.1.5 The covers thus prepared should also indicate clearly the name and address of the Bidder to enable the Bid to be returned unopened in case it is received "Late". 

4.1.6 Pre-qualification cum Technical Bids will be opened on the prescribed date and time and checked for submission of EMD and other applicable documents specified.

The bids received late after the last date and time for receipt of bids prescribed in the tender document shall be rejected and/or returned unopened to the Bidder.

4.2 
TENDER EVALUATION
4.2.1
The tenders relating to pre-qualification and technical bid documents will be opened and evaluated on 29-07-2011 at 2:30PM in the presence of the representatives of bidders who happens to be present. 

4.2.2
Thereafter, the financial tenders of only those bidders would be opened who qualify the pre-qualification and technical rounds on the same day or subsequent date and time to be intimated.

4.2.3 
The EMD of the bidders who do not qualify in the Technical Bid, shall be returned and their bids shall not be processed any further

4.2.4 
Financial Bids of only those bidders who qualify the Eligibility Criteria will be processed further. The financial bids shall be opened in the presence of such bidders or their representatives, on a date and time notified to them by the Society.

4.2.5 
The work can be split between more than one bidders. In such a case, (based on the lowest quoted rates) the Bid Evaluation Committee will decide a benchmark Price and the short listed bidders will have to match the so decided benchmark price.

4.2.6 
The successful bidder(s) shall be issued a Letter of Intent/order by the Mid Day meal society detailing therein the contract rate and quantity. Pursuant to this, the successful bidder(s) shall execute a contract agreement and submit Performance Bank Guarantee equivalent to 10% of the total value of the order within 7 days failing which the Earnest Money deposited shall be forfeited. After the submission of Performance Bank Guarantee the EMD will be refunded. 


Notes

The amendment will be notified by general advertisement or through letter or by FAX or Email to the prospective Bidder/Bidders who have received the Tender Documents and the same will be binding on them.

In order to afford prospective Bidder/Bidders reasonable time, or otherwise for any other reason, in which to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the Mid-day-meal society, Punjab may, at its discretion, extend the last date for the receipt of Bids.

Language of Bids

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE TENDER

5.1 
BIDDER'S QUALIFICATION:

5.1.1
Bid proposal sheet duly filled in, signed and complete in all respects.

5.1.2
Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) in the form of Demand Draft of Rs. 1500000/- from any nationalized or scheduled bank payable at Chandigarh in favour of Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab, Chandigarh.
5.1.3
The bidder must have an average annual turnover of Rs. 15,00,00,000/- (Rupees Fifteen Crores only) during the last three years. (Attach Audited P&L Accounts and balance sheets for the last three years)

The bidder must provide a sample alongwith test report of the approved lab indicating the quality and specifications as per the sample provided.

The bidder should not have been blacklisted by Mid-day-meal society of any state or by any Central or State government organization. Delivery

The delivery of goods ordered to the supplier/ manufactuer shall be completed as per schedule to the specified consignees at his own risk and responsibility.

The bidder shall get the goods, counted by the specified consignees or his nominee at the time of delivery and shall obtain receipt alongwith stock entry from them for payment purposes.

The date on which the goods, physically reach in all schools/ all consignees shall be deemed to be the actual date of delivery.

2.
Payment

2.1
Payment shall be made in Indian rupees.

2.2
Payment terms shall be as follows:-

(a)
On successful delivery :80% payment of the total bill shall be released on 100% successful and safe delivery of the goods to their respective destinations/ consignees.

(b)
On Final acceptance & verification: After acceptance and verification by the specified consignees and their issue of clearance & acceptance certificates to the satisfaction of Mid-day-meal society, the remaining 20% of the contract price shall be released.

2.3
The supplier’s request for payment shall be made to the purchaser in writing, accompanied by an invoice describing, as appropriate, the Goods delivered, and receipt of the same by the client’s authorized representatives duly entered  in stock register by the consignees at the final destination sites all over the State of Punjab, and upon fulfillment of other obligations stipulated in the contract. The payments shall be made as per the payment schedule defined earlier in this clause.

Defect Liability period and Performance guarantee
3.1
Defect liability period shall be six months from the date of final acceptance & verification of the supply.

3.2
Successful bidder shall deposit performance guarantee @ 10% of the contract value valid upto atleast 30 days from the expiry of defect liability period. EMD would be returned when such performance guarantee is deposited. In case performance guarantee is not deposited within 7 days of allotment of work then EMD would be forfeited and supply order would be cancelled and work allotted to other party.

Delays in the Supplier’s performance
4.1
Delivery of goods and performance of the services shall be made by the bidder/ supplier in accordance with the schedule specified by the Mid day meal society at the time of signing of the contract.

4.2
Any unexcused delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier for any or all of the following:


Forfeiture of its performance security.


Imposition of liquidated damages; and


Termination of the contract for default.

5.
Liquidated Damages

5.1
Subject to the Force Majeure clause, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 2% (two percent) of the price of the delayed goods or unperformed services for each week or part thereof delay until actual delivery or performance, upto a maximum deduction of 10% of the delayed goods or services contract price. Once the maximum is reached, the Mid-day-meal society might consider termination of the contract.

In addition, the supplier will be liable to be blacklisted and the Mid day meal society may levy penalties as per terms and conditions of the contract.

In case of termination or cancellation of the contract, the supplier’s EMD and/ or contract performance security will be forfeited.

6.
Suspension of Payment
6.1
The client may after written notice of suspension to the supplier, suspend all payments to the supplier under the contract, if the supplier fails to perform any of its obligations under this contract provided that such notice of suspension.


(i)
Specifying the nature of the failure;


(ii)
Requests the bidder to remedy such failure within a specified period from the date of receipt of such notice of suspension by the bidder.

7.
Termination for default
7.1
The Mid day meal society may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, terminate the contract in whole or part and forfeit his EMD/ Performance Bank Guarantee  if:

7.1.1
the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by the purchaser.

7.1.2
The supplier fails to promptly replace any goods rejected when submitted for testing or subject to a recall ordered by the applicable regulatory authority due to unacceptable quality or rejected at the time of delivery or at later stage when opened; or

7.1.3
the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract.

7.1.4
the supplier, in the judgement  of the Mid day meal has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices while competing for or in executing the contract.

7.2
In the event, the purchaser terminates the contract, in whole or in part, the Mid-day-meal society may procure, upon such terms and in such manner, as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar goods. However, the supplier shall continue the performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

8.
Termination of insolvency

8.1
The purchaser may, at any time, terminate the contract by giving written notice to the supplier, without compensation to the supplier, if the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the purchaser.

Termination for convenience
9.1
The purchaser may, by written notice sent to the supplier, terminate the contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that the termination is for the purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of work under the contract is terminated and the date upon which such termination becomes effective.

The goods that are complete and ready for supply within 30 days after the supplier’s receipt of notice of termination shall be purchased  by the purchaser at the contract terms and prices. For the remaining goods, the purchaser may elect to:

Have any portion completed and delivered at the contract terms and prices, and/or

(ii)
Cancel the remainder and pay to the supplier an agreed amount for partially completed goods and for material and part previously procured by the supplier.

"NO CLAIM” Certificate
10.1
The bidder shall not be entitled to make any claim, whatsoever, against the client under or by virtue of or arising out of this contract nor shall the client entertain or consider any such claim, if made by the bidder after he shall have signed a “no claim” certificate in favour of the client in such forms as shall be required by the client after the works are finally accepted.

ARBITRATION
11.1 
All disputes, differences, claims and demands arising under or pursuant to or touching the contract shall be referred to the sole arbitrator i.e Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab. The award of the sole arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties under the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or by statutory modification re-enactment thereof for the time being in force. Such arbitration shall be held at Chandigarh.

11.2
In all matters and disputes arising hereunder the appropriate Courts at Chandigarh shall have jurisdiction to entertain and try them.

12.
Taxes and Duties
12.1
Suppliers shall be entirely responsible for all taxes including but not limited to any duties, levies cess, license fees, octroi, road permits and tolls, etc. incurred until delivery of the contracted goods to their final destination as prescribed by the purchaser.

13.
Documents prepared by the bidder to be the property of the client

All plans, drawings, specifications, designs and other documents prepared by the bidder in the execution of the contract shall become and remain the property of the Mid-day-meal society, and before termination or expiration of this contract, the bidder shall deliver all such documents to the client under the contract along with the detailed inventory thereof, if so desired by the client.

14.
Confidentiality

The bidder and their personnel shall not, either during the term or after expiration of this contract, disclose any proprietary or confidential information relating to the services, contract or the client’s business or operations without the prior written consent of the client.

15.
Use of contract documents and information
15.1
The supplier shall not, without the prior written consent of Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab, disclose the contractor any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of the Mid-day-meal society in connection therewith to any person other than person employed by the bidder in the performance of the contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.

15.2
The bidder shall not, without the prior written consent of Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab make use of any document or information.

15.3
Any document other than the contract itself shall remain the property of the Mid day meal society and shall be returned (in all copies) to the client on completion of the bidder's performance under the contract, if so required by the Mid day meal Society Punjab.

16.
Force Majeure
16.1
Notwithstanding the provisions of the bid, the bidder shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in performance or other failure to perform the obligations under the contract, is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

16.2
For purposes of this clause, "Force Majeure" means an event beyond the control of the bidder and not involving the bidder's fault of negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

16.3
If a Force Majeure situation arises, the bidder shall promptly notify the client in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the client in writing, the bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. The Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab may terminate this contract, by giving a written notice of minimum 30 days to the bidder, if , as a result of Force Majeure, the bidder is unable to perform a material portion of the contract for a period of more than 60 days.

Miscellaneous 

18.1
The Director General School Education, Mid-day-meal society, Punjab is not bound to accept the lowest tender  which can be rejected without assigning any reason. The client also reserves the right to distribute the work to those bidders who are willing to execute supply at L1 rate. However, this would be done when the client is of the view that L1 would not be in a position to execute the supply in time.

18.2
The tender should be signed by the Proprietor/ firm Partner(s)/ Managing Director of the firm or by the Manager of the press. In the later case, the tender should be accompanies with an undertaking by the proprietor/ partner/ Managing Director that he/ they would be responsible for the commitments made by the Manager. The letter of undertaking should also bear signatures of the Manager duly attested by the Proprietor/ Partner(s)/ Managing Director.

18.3
The  supplier/ manufacturer must note that all the conditions of the tender and contract, given here are final. The tender once submitted shall remain valid for a period of 90 days from the last date fixed for their receipt in the office and cannot be withdrawn/ altered/ cancelled in part or as a whole during this period. No request for any relaxation or amendment or change in any of the conditions intimated by the firm would be considered in all matters relating to the interpretation of any conditions of the tender or the contract, the decision of the Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab shall be final and binding on the bidder. Conditional tenders will not be accepted and will be rejected without assigning any reason.

Approved rates shall be valid for 6 months from the completion of the delivery, to repeat order if need be, not exceeding 10% of the quantity order.

Physical verification of the factory/ premises may be done if need be by the committee constituted by the Director General School Education, Mid Day Meal Society, Punjab.

18.6
In case a bidder adopts corrupt and fraudulent practices including fraud and misrepresentation of facts and tries to influence the tender process by any illegal means or tries to put any pressure to any authority dealing with the tendering process, his EMD shall be forfeited.

18.7
Any breach of the contract by the bidder or failure to supply a given quantity of the specific goods or failure to show progress of the work, the department will have to rescind the contract by giving the notice and earnest money of the tenders shall be forfeited.  If the goods are of a low or poor or inferior quality which is not in accordance to the specification as accepted in the tender, the client will have a right to rescind the contract in all the above mentioned circumstances.  The DGSE or authorities concerned reserves the right to forfeit to the authority the EMD or security deposit or both.  Further, if the material supplied is of sub-standard then the Department also has right to deduct the 20% payment out of total payment for which the firm is entitled. (iii) The contractor shall furnish the following certificate alongwith each bill or payment for supplies made against the contract.The supplier has to certify that there has been no reduction in sale price of the stores of description identical to the stores supplied to the Govt. under the contract herein and such stores have not been offered and sold by him on similar terms and conditions to any person/Organization including the purchaser of any Deptt. of the Central Govt. or any Deptt. of the State Govt. or any statutory undertaking of the Central or State Govt. as the case may be upto the date of the bill/date of completion of supplies against the supply order placed during the currency of the contract at a price lower than the price charged to the Society under the contract.
