INVITATION FOR BIDS

Background

Bidders are advised to study the Tender Document carefully. Submission of Tender shall deemed to have   been done after careful study and examination of the Tender Document with full understanding of its implications.

SECTION – II

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

2.1 PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS:

2.1.1 There shall be a Two-Cover System followed in this tender. The bids shall be submitted in the following manner:

a) Technical Bid in one cover.

b) Commercial bid in one separate cover.

2.1.2 The Technical Bid should be filled in original and should be sealed in a separate cover. The Technical bid should be super scribed as "Technical Bid-Envelope A; Tender No…………” and put in the cover along with EMD. The Bidder should sign all pages of the Pre-qualification cum Technical bid.

2.1.3 The Commercial Bid in the prescribed format should be filled in original in a separate cover. The Commercial Bid should be super scribed as "Commercial Bid- Envelope B; Tender No…………..” The Bidder should sign all pages of the Commercial Bid.

2.1.4 Both the bids should be enclosed in a single envelope which should bear the name of the bidder and should be super scribed as “Technical and Commercial Bid for Recording/producing of Broadcast Content for the EDUSAT Project of the Government of Punjab”.

2.1.5 The covers thus prepared should also indicate clearly the name and address of the Bidder to enable the Bid to be returned unopened in case it is received "Late". 

2.1.6 Pre-qualification cum Technical Bids will be opened on the prescribed date and time and checked for submission of EMD and other applicable documents specified.

The bids received late after the last date and time for receipt of bids prescribed in the tender document shall be rejected and/or returned unopened to the Bidder.

 2.2 TENDER EVALUATION

2.2.1 The Technical Bid will be opened and checked for eligibility criteria. The bidders will be asked to make a presentation before the Tender Evaluation Committee. The presentation should clearly explain the production concept and production plan of the bidder.

2.2.2 The EMD of the bidders who do not qualify in the Technical Bid, shall be returned and their bids shall not be processed any further

2.2.3 Financial Bids of only those bidders who qualify the Eligibility Criteria will be processed further. The financial bids shall be opened in the presence of such bidders or their representatives, on a date and time notified to them by the Society.

2.2.4 The work can be split between more than one bidders. In such a case, (based on the lowest quoted rates) the Bid Evaluation Committee will decide a benchmark Price and the short listed bidders will have to match the so decided benchmark price.

2.2.5 The successful bidder(s) shall be issued a Letter of Intent/order by the Society, detailing therein the contract rate, rates accepted. Pursuant to this, the successful bidder(s) shall return a signed copy of the letter of intent/order in token of its acceptance, within 4 days of its issue, failing which his EMD shall stand forfeited. The successful bidder(s) will sign a contract with the Society within 7 days of the acceptance of the LOI/order.

2.3 Cost of submission of Tender document

2.3.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his Bid, including cost of presentation for the purposes of clarification of the bid, if so desired by the Society, and the Society will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the Tendering process.

2.3.2 The Bidder is expected to carefully examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Tender Document. Failure to furnish all information required in the Tender Document or submission of a bid not substantially responsive to the Tender Document in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and may result in the rejection of the bid.

 2.4 Clarification regarding Tender Document

3.4.1 A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Tender Document may contact the office of the Punjab EDUSAT Society personally. The Punjab EDUSAT Society will try to respond to the query there and then. However, submission of request for clarification will not entitle the Bidder for any extension of time in submission of the Tender Document.

2.5 Amendments in the Tender Document.

2.5.1 At any time up to the last date for receipt of bids, the Punjab EDUSAT Society Punjab may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective Bidder, modify the Tender Document by an amendment.

2.5.2 The amendment will be notified by general advertisement or through letter or by FAX or Email to the prospective Bidder/Bidders who have received the Tender Documents and the same will be binding on them.

2.5.3 In order to afford prospective Bidder/Bidders reasonable time, or otherwise for any other reason, in which to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the PUNJAB EDUSAT SOCIETY Punjab may, at its discretion, extend the last date for the receipt of Bids.

2.6 Language of Bids

3.6.1 The Bids prepared by the Bidder and all correspondence and documents relating to the bids exchanged by the Bidder and the PUNJAB EDUSAT SOCIETY Punjab, shall be written in the English language, provided that any printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be written in another language so long as accompanied by an English translation in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the bid, the English translation shall govern.

2.7 Document Comprising the Bids

2.7.1 The Bids prepared by the Bidders shall comprise of following components:

SECTION - III
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE BIDDER
3.1 BIDDER'S QUALIFICATION:

The Bidder should be incorporated as a Private/Public Limited Company or a Registered Firm or Society or Trust and fulfilling the following preconditions, and must also submit documentary proof in support of fulfilling these conditions while submitting the technical bid:

3.1.1 The bidder should have been incorporated as a Private/Public Limited Company or a Registered Firm or Society or Trust and should have relevant qualification and experience in providing such services.

Outline of the tasks to be carried out
The sweepers are expected to perform the following duties:-

a) Toilets to be cleaned at least twice a day per shift and also as and when required.

b) All area including stair case to be cleaned with broom and wet mop daily.

c) Waste Buckets to be emptied at least twice a day or as and when required.

d) Cleaning of outside premises and garbage disposal twice daily.

e) Fire house closets and extinguishers to be kept free of dust at all times.

f) Total floor area of the office should be swept twice daily with broom, followed by mopping same number of times. The timings for this purpose should be as under :-

General duties of Peons

a) Dusting of all the office equipments on daily basis.

b) Switching Off all the Electrical equipments at the time of closing the office.

c) To make and serve the Tea/Coffee etc. as directed.

d) Opening of the Office at 7:30 AM in Summer and 8:00 AM in Winter.

e) Closing of Office after the leaving of all the staff members.

f) All other daily routine office works as directed from time to time

3.5
Security guards will be deployed at the office premises on 8 Hours shift and rotation basis and they shall be responsible to protect the property of Punjab Edusat Society and do other duties as assigned by the Authority from time to time. The Security personnel deployed by the contractor should be smart, intelligent and with good bearings and the responsibility of their discipline will be that of Contractor. They will always wear proper uniform while on duty.

Material to be provided by the contractor
The contractor shall himself provide the necessary cleaning materials such as soaps/detergents, deodorants, equipment, 
vacuum cleaners, soft brushes and these will not be supplied by the office. The material and equipment should be of superior quality. The contactor will place in toilets phenyl balls or any other required material (air perfumed odonil) etc along with liquid soap for hand wash and will also provide paper-napkin for cleaning the hands on weekly basis.

Time Schedule

The contract will be initially for one year period and will be renewed for further period in keeping view the satisfactory performance of the job.
Other Terms and conditions
1.    
The bidder shall furnish a Performance Security to the tune of 10% of  the  total  annual  value  of the Contract in the shape of Demand   Draft/Bank  Guarantee  in favour of Director General School Education cum Project Director, Punjab Edusat Society. The said performance security shall be refunded after the completion/termination of the Contract.

The bidder will prepare Monthly bill for the service rendered, which will be paid within 7 days preferably after deduction of tax, service  or  local charges (if any) by the society  and   the   payment will be made for the following month against the printed bill signed under the Rubber stamp raised by the bidder. The bill shall reach the office on the 1st of every month.

The bidder will submit the salary receipt for all the personnel to the society.

The payment will be disbursed to the employees by the bidder within the 4 clear working days of the Bank from the   date of receipt  of  payment from PES and further  payment of salary to the employees  made  through cheques  by the bidder.

The Punjab Edusat Society shall have absolute rights and powers for the revocation of the said Performance Security, in default of any clause of this contract, without any prior notice.

The penalty for non commencement of work up to and including seven days after the date of start of work mentioned in the letter issued for the allotment of the said work shall be one percent per day 
but it shall in no case exceed 10% of the contract amount. The authorities condoning the delay may reduce or remit penalty so imposed, in writing.

The decision of the   Punjab Edusat Society
with regard to the determining of quality of work/services done by the bidder shall be final and acceptable to the bidder. The bidder shall therefore   rectify   the    defect   so pointed out   without   any extra payment. The Punjab Edusat Society   shall   also   reserve   the   rights to get the work/services   (so rejected done)   replaced   at his own level at 
the risk and costs of the bidder, after giving him a notice in writing and the expenditure incurred on this account shall be recovered from the bills of the bidder or any other outstanding dues or the revocation of any or all parts of the performance security.

The inspection of work will be supervised regularly on monthly basis by inspecting team   comprising   of Punjab Edusat Society or his or her representative(s).

The bidder shall deploy the required personnel to provide the said service and immediately communicate the names, parentage, residential address, age etc of the persons as and when deployed or changed from time to time.

For the purposes of proper identification of the employees of the bidder deployed at various points, the bidder shall himself issue them the identity card/identification documents and they shall be duty bound to display the identity cards at the time of duty   and   the   employees should   be in proper uniform. The uniforms will be supplied by the bidder at his own costs, to the persons  deployed for this work as per the instructions. This will include gloves, gumboots & masks.

The manpower deployed by the bidder for the work shall be the employees of the bidder for all intents and purposes and in no case, there shall be any relationship of employer and employee between the said employees and the Punjab Edusat Society, and they shall not have any claim on regularization of their services.

The persons so deployed shall be under the overall control and supervision of   the bidder and the bidder shall be liable for payment   of   their    wages   etc   and  all other dues, which the bidder   is   liable  to   pay   under   the various labour Laws Regulations and other statutory provisions.

The bidder shall ensure that all the employees get minimum wages and other benefits as are admissible under various labour laws. The bidder shall provide full information, in respect of the   wages   etc paid to the employee so deployed in conformity with  the   provisions   of  the The bidder Labour (Regulations and Abolition)Act 1970 and Rules 1971, to Director General School Education.

The bidder should have his/her own EPF No. allotted by the RPF Office. Further, in case of any default or liability, which may arise to  the   Punjab Edusat Society, on this account, Punjab Edusat Society will  be  at  liberty  to  deduct  such 
amounts from the bidders payments or from   Performance Guarantee or any dues.

Any obligation and formalities which are required to be fulfilled under the contract labour (Regulation & Abolition Act 1970) as amended from time to time or any other Act for the purposes of entering into and execution of this Contract shall be carried out by the the bidder at his own expenses etc. and the the bidder shall report   the   compliance thereof to the Punjab Edusat Society. The the bidder shall be solely liable for any violation of provisions of the said Act or any other Act.

In case,   any of the persons so deployed by the the bidder, if his work    and   conduct   is   not   satisfactory or perform his duties negligently   or   indulges   in any unlawful activity and riots, the the bidder shall   take suitable action against such employees on the report of Punjab Edusat Society.

In case of any complaint/defect pointed out by the competent authorities the the bidder shall immediately replace the particular person so deployed without further arguments.

21.
The the bidder shall keep the Punjab Edusat Society office  indemnified   against   all the   losses caused to the office property by way of theft, mishandling or otherwise and the claims whatsoever in   respect   of   the   employees   deployed   by the the bidder.  In case any employee of the the bidder so deployed enters    in   dispute of any nature whatsoever, it will be the sole responsibility of the the bidder concerned to contest the same. In case Punjab Edusat Society is also made a party and is supposed to contest the case, the costs if any of the actual expenses incurred by  office towards counsel fee and other expenses   incurred   by   office   towards   counsel fee and other expenses shall be borne by the the bidder in advance on demand. Further, the the bidder shall ensure that no financial or any other legal liability comes on the Punjab Edusat Society in this respect of any nature of whatsoever for the act done by the person of the the bidder and shall keep the office indemnified in this respect.

The Punjab Edusat Society shall have further right to adjust or readjust or deduct any of the amount aforesaid from the payment to be made to the the bidder under this Contract or out of the security deposits of the The bidder.

The the bidder shall not increase any amount on any ground except in case of increase in minimum wages fixed by the office of Deputy Commissioner Chandigarh Administration, whatsoever during the period of this contract.

The   contract may   be   terminated   on   any of  the following contingencies:-

On assigning the Contract or any part thereof or any benefit or interest therein or there under by the The bidder to any third person or sub letting whole or part of the Contract to any third person; or

(e) 
On The bidder being declared insolvent by competent court of law.

During the notice period of termination of the Contract in the situation contemplated above, the the bidder shall keep on discharging his duties as before till the expiry of notice period. It shall be the duty of the The bidder to remove all the persons deployed by him on the termination of the Contract on any grounds whatsoever and ensure that no person create any disruption/ hindrance/ problems of any nature to the Punjab Edusat Society.

PRICE FALL:
The prices charged for the Hardware items supplied under the contract by the bidder shall in no event exceed the lowest price at which Turnkey Hardware & Service Provider sells the Hardware or offers to sell Hardware of identical description to any Department of the Central or State Government or any Statutory undertaking of the central or State Government, as the case may be, during the currency of the contract.

If, at any time during the said period the bidder reduces the sale price, sells, or offers to sell such hardware items to any person/organization including the purchaser or any Department of State or Central Government or any statutory Undertaking of the Central or State Government as the case may be, at a price lower than the price chargeable under the contract, the bidder shall forthwith notify such reduction, or sale or offer to sell to the purchaser and the price payable under the contract for the supply of material after the date of coming into force of such reduction or sale or offer to sell shall stand correspondingly reduced.

Force Majeure: 
Notwithstanding the provisions of the tender, the Bidder shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in performance or failure to perform its obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the qualified Bidder shall promptly notify the Director Public Instructions(EE) in writing of such a condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Director Public Instructions(EE) in writing, the Bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. The Director Public Instructions(EE) may terminate this contract, by giving a written notice of minimum 15 working days to the Bidder, if as a result of Force Majeure, the Bidder is unable to perform a material portion of the services for a period of more than 30 days.

Standard of Performance:
The qualified Bidder shall carry out the services and carry out its obligations under the contract with due diligence, efficiency and economy in accordance with generally accepted norms techniques and practices used in the industry. The Bidder/bidders shall also adhere to professional standards recognized by international professional bodies. The Bidder/bidders shall employ appropriate advance technology and safe and effective equipment, machinery, material and methods. The Bidder/Bidders shall always act in respect of any matter relating to this contract, as faithful advisors to the DPI(EE) and shall, at all times support and safeguard the DPI(EE)’s legitimate interests in any dealings with the third party.
