SECTION  -   I

INVITATION OF BIDS


The bids are invited for hiring services of mess contractor possessing necessary experience and experienced staff for catering the mess of Govt. Sports school, Ghudda, District Bathinda. Punjab Education Development Board shall pay Rs. 200/- .Per Student per day  for the items of menu for Morning tea, Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner proposed by the bidder and approved by PEDB as per Annexure 'A'.
SCOPE OF SERVICES


Punjab Education Development Board is running a residential Sports school at village Ghudda, District Bathinda with state of art facilities of the international standard. Presently, there are 143 students are on the roll of the Sports school. In order to provide a nutritious diet to the sports students studying in the school, the board has decided to hire the services of an experienced contractor. While bidding for the tender, the contractor shall quote the menu of morning tea, breakfast, lunch and dinner within the overall total value of Rs. 200 per student. The contractor shall be paid by the board @ Rs. 200/- per student per day. The contractor shall also quote the rate for other cold drinks and snacks which shall be sold by him at the rates approved by the competent authority of the board and charged direct to the buyer. The premises as well as furniture in the dining hall shall be provided by the school itself. The cooking as well as serving utensils of A-Class quality shall be provided by the contractor. 

SECTION  -   II

 TERMS & CONDITIONS

1.
PERIOD OF LICENSE                                                                                           
The license shall initially be for a period of 1 year commencing from the 10th day of issue of allotment of the license. However, the license is extendable on yearly basis with mutual consent of both the parties on the same terms & conditions subject to the satisfactory services of the Contractor.

2.
ELIGIBILITY

A) A minimum of three years experience of running of canteen/Mess for at least 200-300 persons.

B) The Contractor shall at the time during the continuance of the contract, comply fully with the existing Acts, Regulations and Bye laws including all statuary amendments and re-enactments of State and Central Govt. and other Local Authorities and any other enactments, notification and acts that may be passed in future either by the State or Central Govt or Local Authority including Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act 1970, the Child Labour Prohibition and Regulation Act 1986, Employees Provident Fund Act 1952 Scheme made under the same Act. He shall also have CPF No registered with Regional Provident Fund Commissioner. 

3.
PRE QUALIFICATION DOCUMENTS

A) Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) in a prescribed format as mentioned below. 

B) Attested photocopy of proof of minimum 3 years experience of running of Canteen/Cafeteria with kitchen facilities. Specimen of Experience Certificate is attached with this document as per   Annexure-B. 

C) The applicant shall provide a copy of one of the following documents as a proof of residence: (i) PAN No. (ii) Driving Licence (iii) Telephone Bill (iv) voter ID 

D) CPF No. allotted by Regional Provident Fund Commissioner.

5.
EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT

The contractor along with their proposal should submit Earnest Money Deposit of Rs. 25000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) in the shape of Bank Draft in favour of Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board,  payable at Chandigarh. The proposal submitted without EMD will be straight away rejected. 

The EMD provided will be refunded / discharged on the submission of the   security deposit by the contractor in the event of award of the contract or on the award of the contract by the Member Secretary, PEDB to any other successful party. However, the contractor can get adjusted it’s Earnest Money Deposit in the Security Deposit on award of the contract. In case the prospective bidder withdraw its bid after opening the bids or fails to enter into the contract within a stipulated period, the EMD will be forfeited. 

6.
EVALUATION CRITERIA 

The above mentioned documents will be examined by the Committee approved by Member Secretary, PEDB. The contractor whose documents found to be satisfactory will be declared technically responsive. The contractor found technical responsive and offering higher license fee will be awarded contract.

7.
SECURITY DEPOSIT

The contractor shall have to deposit Rs. 50,000/- (Rupees Fifty thousand only) as Performance security in the shape of Demand Draft in favour of Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board within 7 days from the issue of allotment letter and before taking possession of the said premises, which shall be refunded on expiry of the deed or adjusted against arrears or breach of contract, if any, unless otherwise already forfeited. 

8.
EXECUTION OF THE AGREEMENT

The successful bidder shall be required to execute an agreement deed on the format approved and supplied by the MS PEDB on stamp papers of appropriate value at his own cost within 7 days.
9.
EQUIPMENT, FURNITURE & ELECTRICITY & WATER CHARGES - 

(i)
Kitchen and Service Equipments/ utensils (electrical & hand operated), shall be arranged by the contractor. Safety and proper upkeep of these gadgets shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor. The loss or breakage of any of the item shall be replaced by the contractor at his cost.  
(ii)
The Electricity & water will be provided by the school but charged extra. 
(iii)
The contractor shall use Electricity & water to the bare minimum requirement. All switches of Electricity be switched off when not in use. The water taps are also to be closed when not in use. No overflowing of water will be allowed. No electric equipment will be allowed for cooking purpose except Hot Case, Mixies, Toaster, Microwave and Refrigerator. 
(iv)
The processing of cooking shall be done on Gas, for which the connection shall be arranged by the contractor himself. 
(v)
The dining furniture & premises will be supplied by the institute without any rent whatsoever.

10.
COMMENCEMENT OF WORK

The Contractor is required to commence the work within 7 days of the issue of the allotment letter. In the event of failure, a penalty @Rs.200/- per day w.e.f. date of award contract shall be levied.

11.
BUSINESS TIMINGS

The canteen shall function all days of the week and the canteen timings will be 6 A.M. to 11.00 P.M. The timings of breakfast, lunch, dinner shall be as decided by the Principal, Sports School Ghudda, District Bathinda from time to time and the same will be displayed on the Notice Board. The items of hot/cold beverages, snacks will be provided on payment. 

12.
RATES 

The rate is fixed @ Rs. 200/- per child per day for Morning tea, Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner for menu items offered by the bidder shall be fixed as approved by the Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board.

13.
CANTEEN STAFF

The Contractor shall employ adequate number of experienced persons at his own cost to run the canteen. In case of any complaint against any canteen employee, the contractor shall immediately replace the particular person so deployed if so desired by the Principal Sports School Ghudda. The persons deployed by the Contractor for the work shall be employees of the Contractor for intents and purposes. In no case, there shall be any relationship of employer and employee between the said persons and the institute either implicitly or explicitly. The contractor will ensure that all his employees are medically fit and will wear clean and neat uniforms.  Contractor will provide the list of his employees working in the canteen with complete details of name, proof of residence, police verification, Medical certificate to the Principal Sports School Ghudda at the start of the contract immediately. Information of any change in the list of employees at any time during the contract period of the canteen shall also be made available to the Principal simultaneously. 

14.
QUALITY CONTROL

The Contractor shall use raw ration material of proper quality, standard make, ISI and FPO marked (where possible) and of reputed brands as under:

i) Fresh Milk – In sealed poly packs of Verka/ Vita Milk Time etc. 

ii) Salted Butter – Verka/ Vita/ Amul brands etc. 

iii) Cooking Oil – Refined Vegetable oil ISI Marked 

iv) Bread Loaf – Modern/ Britannia / Bonn/ Cremica etc.. 

v) Tea Leaves -  Lipton/ Brook Bond / Tata Brands

vi) Coffee Powder – Bru/ Nescafe

vii) Spices – As far as possible, dry whole grain spices and condiments.

viii) Cereal and Pulses – “A” grade quality free from Artifacts/ insect infestation.

ix) Fresh Fruits and Vegetables – Fixed regulated fresh supplies on alternate days. 

15.
DETERMINATION OF QUALITY OF WORK / SERVICES

The decision of the Principal, with regard to the determining of quality of work / services done by the contract, shall be final and acceptable to the contractor. The Contractor shall, thereafter, rectify the defects so pointed without any extra payment. The Principal or any other officer authorized for the purpose shall be at liberty to check the quality of items prepared in the Canteen at any time to take samples of the same for testing. In case, the quality of food is found unsatisfactory, action as deemed fit will be taken against the contractor. 

16.
CLEANLINESS AND SANITATION

The hygiene and sanitation of the premises shall be the responsibility of the contractor. The contractor shall be required to keep the Canteen area as well as its surrounding hygienic, neat and clean always. Sale of consumption of articles like cigarettes, wine and other narcotics is prohibited in the canteen.

17.
PREVENTIVE MEASURES TO BE TAKEN BY THE CONTRACTOR

The contractor shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent any unlawful act or disorderly conduct by his employees. The contractor shall not use the Canteen area for residential purposes for himself and for his employees.

18.
SUBLETTING OF THE CONTRACT

The contractor will not sublet the contract wholly or partly or enter into any sub-contract through any mode for running such services.

19.
TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

The contract may be terminated on occurrence of any of the following contingencies.

a. On the expiry of the contract period without any prior notice.

b.
In case the services rendered by the contractor are found unsatisfactory or the contractor breach any of the terms and conditions by the contractor by giving one month notice.

c.
In case the contractor is not interested to continue the contract or wants to discontinue in between before the expiry of the contract period he will serve a one month notice to Principal, Sports School Ghudda, failing which he will be liable to pay all damages i.e. forfeiture of the security amount. The contractor will continue to provide canteen services till some alternative arrangements are made by school or one month whichever is less. The contractor shall give minimum one month notice. 

If the contractor does not give the requisite notice then the security deposited shall be forfeited in proportion to the period falling short of the specified notice period.

20.
PEACEFUL HANDING OVER OF POSSESSION

On completion/termination of the contract, it shall be the duty of the contractor to remove all the persons deployed by him and ensure that no person creates any disruption/hindrance/problem of any nature.

21.
TRANSFER OF LIABILITIES

In the event of exigency of death, infirmity, insolvency of the contractor or for any other reason or circumstances, all liabilities shall be borne by the legal heir on such terms and conditions, as the Principal Sports school Ghudda may think proper in public interest.

22.
ARBITRATION

In the event of any dispute or differences arising out of or in any way touching or concerning this agreement whatsoever shall be referred to the sole arbitration of Principal, Sports School Ghudda or his nominee whose decision shall be final and binding on the parties thereto. The arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 shall apply to arbitration proceedings. The venue of arbitration shall be only at Bathinda. The cost of arbitration charges shall be borne equally by MS, PEDB & Contractor.

The MS, PEDB reserves the right to modify, impose or relax any clause in the terms and conditions.
