If a Force Majeure situation arises, the qualified Bidder shall promptly notify the Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board in writing of such a condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board in writing, the Bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. Member Secretary, Punjab Education Development Board may terminate this contract, by giving a written notice of minimum 15 days to the Bidder, if as a result of Force Majeure, the Bidder is unable to perform a material portion of the services for a period of more than 30 days.

TABLE FRAME:  Square pipe 25x25mm and wall thickness of 1.6mm.

Dim.36"x36"x24" Prelaminated, ISI Mark with 18mm thickness Laminated colored Top with hot glue bidding (Colors are Red, Green, Yellow and Blue as desired)

It should be made of ERW pipe outer dia 25mm square pipe  +0.5mm and thickness 1.25mm +0.5mm slope for the top should be 50mm +2mm. The design of frame should be as per figure attached. Foot rest of same pipe should be provided at a maximum height of 100mm from the floor to bottom of pipe when measured from bottom of pipe as per figure. The end of all legs should be closed with metal sheet. Four rubber shoes of good quality should be provided at all four legs.

DESK TOP:


Top should be made of 18mm thick pre-laminated board ISI Marked one side with nature teak shade and the other side plain duly fitted in 25x25x2.5mm, square pipe, MS angle iron tightened with steel screws with two strip 2mm under neath. Bench seat of 18mm thick pre-laminated board ISI Marked one side with natural teak shade and the other side plain should be fitted in MS angle Iron frame tightened with steel screws. MS angel Iron should be 25x25x2.5mm square pipe.

FINISH:

1. Epoxy polyester powder coating of approved color and shade shall be applied to all components with an average dry film thickness of not less than 50 microns.

2. The material components shall be oven baked within a controlled temperature as specified by powder manufacturer for a flawless finish. The finish should be able to withstand a 2H pencil hardness test.

4.  TEACHER / STAFF ROOM CHAIR 
TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS:


Chair shall be made of 25mm +/-0.3mm dia ERW MS Pipe of 18 swg and duly supported by means 2 nos. of inverted U is also of 25mm +/-mm dia ERW MS Pipe 18 swg fixed with legs by mig welding at front and back.


Overall width of the seat shall be of size 450mm +/-10mm (excluding arms rest) duly fixed with seat of 400mm x400mm ply duly cushion with 50mm thick cushioned seat covered with good quality tapestry having of 32 +/-2kg metric cube.


Corresponding over all width of the back shall be 450mm +/-10mm duly fixed with back of size 400mm x 200mm cushioned with 25mm thick foam having density of 32 +/-2Kg / metric cube covered with good quality of tapestry. The color of the tapestry be either blue / dark red / green. The seat and back shall be screwed to the frame by means of four nos. Philips head auto black self tapping screws.


All the steel part shall be thoroughly pretreated and painted. The chair shall be have six nos. of inner shoes and four nos. of shoes with washer at the ends of the four legs. The over all height from top of the back to the floor shall be 860 +/-5mm.

FINISH:

1. Epoxy polyester powder coating of approved color and shade shall be applied to all components with an average dry film thickness of not less than 50 microns.

2. The material components shall be oven baked within a controlled temperature as specified by powder manufacturer for a flawless finish. The finish should be able to withstand a 2H pencil hardness test.

ERW square pipe of 25mm with wall thickness 1.25 shall be used for the frame.
